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In this seminar I am going to talk about my personal experience when doing the transition

from what I would describe as hard-core experimental quantum optics in academia during

my PhD to front-line research in a company, world leading in the field of quantum

communications. I'll give an overview about what I have been working on since joining

Toshiba Europe and how the scope of my work has evolved over the past 7 years. I'll further

discuss challenges that I have encountered, differences to the academic approach to

research and experiences from my PhD (such as moving Labs for example) that I

unexpectedly greatly benefitted from over the years.
