ke. Cutting through the subjective, often contradictory advice from the recruiting world, 

his half-day workshop proposes no-nonsense guidelines toward an effective curriculum vitae

 in terms of both content and format. It ends with a brief editing exercise, during w

ich participants review the draft curriculum vitae of one another.
